Cllr Mustoe thanked Cllr Ward for his great work as chair for the last 4 years. With regard to item 14 on the agenda he advised members that he had seconded a motion to write to the Government in support of the Farmers with regard to the changes to inheritance tax relief, which was passed by Cornwall Council, he thanked Cllr Cartwright for evidencing the issues and inviting him to local farmers meetings.

	(24/184) Climate, Ecology & Environment Advisory Committee.

Following a nomination for Climate Advisory Group for the community tree planting projects Cllr Muskett advised that he attended the Cornwall Sustainability Awards with Francis Browne. The group provided a short video which was show at the event held at The National Maritime Museum, Falmouth. Cllr Musket advised that the tree planting continued, and an additional fruit trees had been planted at Gewans Farm. Notes from the last meeting had been circulated.
