1. Apologies for absence: Stephen Street
2. Oak Trees in Sawles Road. TPO application refused as not considered appropriate or expedient. Concern expressed that losses could occur ahead of any planning application.
3. Pentewan Weighbridge Office. No response to the Old Cornwall Society’s letter from Mr Willis. MS will chat with Graham. Those present could see so many advantages but hinges on owner permission. Aiming for partnership project. 
4. Hedgehog Highway Project. MS has produced a poster and the hedgehog highway outlines are held by MS and GM. Public invited to request the outlines. Will put up laminated notices in prominent places. 
5. White River Project. Meeting Weds 19th April, GM attended but late joining due to tech’ problems. Meeting proposed workshops to consider sections of river on which plans need to be considered.
