Cllr Avery and Cllr Coop declared an interest in agenda item 16g, Pentewan Car Park.  Cllr Avery and Cllr Coop have been granted a dispensation by the parish council to speak and vote on matters relating to the car park until May 2021.

	(19/226) Cornwall Councillors Report
Cllr Mustoe advised that he had reported a large tree that looks like it would come down near the junction from London Apprentice to Polgooth.

He also reported a number of potholes that had appeared following the recent bad weather.

Cllr Mustoe had arranged and taken part in a number of community beach cleans around Pentewan since the last Parish Council meeting, including one on14 January 2020 that was attended by nearly 100 people as part of Cornwall Wildlife Trust’s Love Your Beach Week. He said it had been good to see a significant reduction in dog mess left on the beach and surrounding locale.

Cllr Mustoe said that the bus stop he had pushed for at the top of the Porthpean Road development in the division had been put in and he had put in a request to Cormac about when their plans for the traffic calming on Tregorrick Road will start to be put in place. 

They had replied with the following:

‘We need to do trial pits prior to the works being scheduled to establish the exact whereabouts of utilities in the carriageway which involves a road closure.  The reason for this is that the signage on the build out needs to be illuminated which requires cabling from an electricity pole located on the opposite side of the road.

We have issued this for programming and anticipate these will be done in May following which the works package can be issued with a view for construction of the traffic calming in June/July - hopefully.

	(19/228) Planning Applications and Related Matters

(a) To respond to the following planning applications and any planning applications received after publication of this summons

(i) PA20/00534 Land at Higher Trewhiddle Farm, Truro Road St Austell Cornwall – Application for reserved matters for the appearance, landscaping, layout and scale for the construction of a hotel, pub/restaurant and 6 retail units.
Mr John Marshall Kingsley Developments Ltd presented the reserved matters plans for the development, he explained that the lay out was slightly different with regards to the pub and the hotel but overall the plans were in keeping with the original outline planning. The Councillor’s raised concerns that the scheme was very vehicle orientated and that there was little scope for Pedestrians and cycle links within the plan. Cllrs also thought that vehicle access to the site itself and specifically access to the retail units positioned closest to the main road due to the volume of traffic seeking to access these prominent retail units especially at peak times
RESOLVED that the clerk should respond to the Planning Authority (Cornwall Council) stating that Pentewan Valley Parish Council has no objections to the proposal in principle but wishes to make the following comments

1. The proposed scheme is overwhelmingly vehicle orientated and the Parish Council has concerns relating to the efficient flow of traffic in and out of the site.

2. There is very little provision for cycle or pedestrian use in this proposal, especially relating to paths and safe road crossings within the scheme from the retail units to the hotel and pub.

3. The design of the scheme is uninspired and looks like any other retail development, St Austell is a garden town and this should be reflected in the design which should include areas of outdoor seating with ornamental planting.

4. A wildlife corridor should be included with increased density of tree and shrub planting which could link to the adjoining residential scheme.

5.  Provision should be included for ground source or solar energy should be included as a basic requirement

6. Would like to see a number of charging points for electrical vehicles
(ii) PA20/00442- 5 The Terrace Pentewan St Austell PL26 6DE - Notification of proposed works to trees in a conservation area - removal of Leylandii hedge. (Application for notification only)
(iii) PA20/00535-Land at Higher Trewhiddle Farm St Austell Cornwall - Reserved Matters Application (Phase 2) for access, appearance, landscaping, layout and scale following outline approval PA14/12161 dated 27.01.2017 for the construction of 460 dwellings and associated infrastructure and public open space
RESOLVED that the clerk should respond to the Planning Authority (Cornwall Council) stating that Pentewan Valley Parish Council has no objections to the proposal in principle but wishes to make the following comments

1. The parish Councils has concerns relating to the number of cars accessing the roundabout and the impact on the main transport hubs especially during peak times.

2. The scheme makes no provision for safe pedestrian crossings especially for access to the local schools on the opposite side of the A390

3. Links to the public transport network, bus stops etc. are not clearly shown in the design on the current scheme.

4.  The Parish council would like to see more defined links to the main highway for Pedestrian and cycle routes within the design.
(iv) PA20/00703 - Edgehill 2 The Terrace Pentewan St Austell Cornwall PL26 6DE - Application for works to trees within conservation area. Macrocarpia: Reduce crown overall by 1.5-2 metres. Douglas Fir: (Application for notification only)


	(19/229) Cornwall Councils “Were watching you”, Dog Fouling Campaign 
The scheme was noted and the Councillors welcomed the scheme and agreed their support in principle.


	(19/230) Forests for Cornwall
Cllr Cartwright felt that the Parish Council could involve the community in this project by contacting local schools to get pupils involved in the tree planting Cllr Cartwright would draft a letter that could be send to schools to urge their involvement.

 Cllr Muskett suggested that the Parish Council should prepare a statement and an action plan to be included in the Parish Plan to show support. Cllr Muskett would send an example of an action plan and Cllr Cartwright would send link to a friend of the earth report to the clerk to be circulated and this item is to be added to the next meeting.
