1. Apologies for absence: Toni Dowrick.
2. Oak Trees in Sawles Road. TPOs. SS has applied for a TPO, as has Cllr Michael Bunney (MB). It is progressing.
3. Pentewan Weighbridge. MS hasn’t had chance to chat further with Graham Brown. Pentewan Old Cornwall Society is awaiting a reply to its letter.
4. Hedgehog Highway Project. MS: we have the fence doorways, a pack of 50. MS and GM will hold half each. They will be given free to whomsoever may wish to use. MS will draft an ad’. MS met John Marshall of Kingsley Developments and encouragement to think of Hedgehog Highways. Burrington Estates’ Ecology Assessment recommends installing hedgehog access in any solid boundary feature.

5. White River Project. Meeting tomorrow. GM hopes to attend.
6. Plan Review and New Projects. GM will update.
a. Going paperless is happening

b. Stop using glyphosate is on hold. GM has spoken to David Pooley (DP) (StA Town Council) who has tried a number of alternatives which have not worked, but the TC has much reduced the areas sprayed and limited it to kerbs and pavements.
c. GM also talked with DP about developing an app and StA was reviewing its Discovery Map which has now been taken over by Cornwall Council to develop. MS says her friend Andy would look into it if given an exemplar. SS suggested the OS App is good for walking.
d. DP said they were considering dropping the Climate Change Committee as they were endeavouring to build the ethos into all areas of their work.
e. CEEAC will provide input into the NDP

f. EV charging has been taken up by the Parish Council who have earmarked reserves. It is linked to the wish to devolve the village square which has not yet progressed. 
7. Neighbourhood Development Plan. SS – really good meeting of steering group and decided on areas on which to work. SS making sure that questions on renewables are there. SS asked Cornwall Council on designation of affordable housing and if the new estates being built fulfil that. The Climate Emergency DPD is very comprehensive and would have to be referred and deferred to by any planning.
8. Menagwins – Road – MB is awaiting response from council on the repair of the road. When can we ask again for more car park? GM has raised with Clerk. Planting area will be reassessed when we are able to see what may have survived.

9. SS contacted MB – it is understood that the change from 30 mph to 20 mph won’t be until 2024 for our area. Sawles Road and Tregorrick Road have been put forward.
10. Re: the offer of a boat to plant up; GM had asked if it was still available and was  passed to deputy clerk at StA TC, who suggested contacting the owner.  As we had no immediate location for it and were concerned as to maintenance, it was decided not to pursue it. 
11. AOB
a. SS contacted VC re signage – SS has email contact and will see if interested. 

b. We have a page on Parish website to which we could add. It was suggested we use instead of app for the time being to lodge, for example, local information relevant to cyclists or walking routes. Those present were unsure how a map might be developed using, for example, the Cornwall Interactive Map and making it more user friendly. GM will try to contact person developing StA TC map to discuss further.
c. Field on left leaving London Apprentice, heading to Pentewan. MS has found the owner and PC have given permission for CEEAC to contact and see if willing to re-wild the field. MS will draft a letter.
d. MS would like an update on the canopy cover for Cornwall: Forest for Cornwall – will ask MB.
